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BYLAW 11 ANNUAL AND OTHER MEETINGS OF THE
ASSOCIATION

There shall be nine (8) types of meetings of the Association,
or part thereof:

(1) Annual General Meeting of the Association as a whole,
(2) Special General Meeting of the Association as a
whole,

(3) Student Campus Council meetings,

(4) Student Campus General meetings,

(5) Student Campus Special General meetings,

(6) Executive Council meetings,

(7) Student Committee meetings, and

(8) Student Activities Committee meeting.

The Annual General Meeting of the Association shall be
held during the month of October each year.

Notice of the Annual General Meeting must be given two
(2) calendar weeks prior to the date on which the meeting
will be held. Sufficient notice will be deemed to have been
given with the insertion of an advertisement in the student
newspaper, and by the posting of a conspicuous notice(s) not
less than twelve by twenty-four inches 12" x 24") in size upon
three (3) or more bulletin boards about each campus of
Kwantlen College. If quorum is not obtained a further one
(1) week notice shall be required.

Special General Meetings of the Association must be
convened at any time by the President upon resolution of

“the Student Executive Committee.

Special General Meetings of the Association must be
convened upon the Student Executive being presented a
petition duly signed by a minimum of one hundred (100)
student members of the Association or five percent (5%) of
the members of the Association, whichever is lower.

A Special General Meeting convened during the summer
semester shall not have the power to commit funds of the
Association except to the limit of funds paid by the members
of the Association during the summer semester in which such
a Special General Meeting is held.

Two (2) weeks notice shall be required prior to the holding
of s Special General Meeting of the Association as a whole
and in such a case Bylaw 10.3 applies Mutatis Mutandis.

In the event that a Special General Meeting has been
postponed a further one (1) week notice is required before
the meeting can be reconvened and such notice must comply
Mutatis Mutandis with Bylaw 10.3.

Only members of the Association shall be entitled to vote at
an Annual General Meeting or Special General Meeting,
and each member is entitled to one vote. In order to exercise
his vote, the member must be present at the meeting at the
time the vote is taken and no votes by proxy shall be
allowed.

The manner of vote shall be in the discretion of the meeting
Chairperson as to whether voting should be by show of
hands, rising or sitting, or division, except that any member
may request that a vote be taken in a particular manner by
obtaining recognition of the meeting Chairperson, indication
his\her desires, thus putting such a decision to vote.

A simple majority of votes cast will govern, except where the
provisions of the Association Act or the Bylaws require a
special resolution. |

Five percent (5%) or one hundred (100) members, whichever
is lower, of the membership of the Association for the
current semester shall constitute a quorum at the Annual or
Special General Meeting.

A quorum of the Student Executive shall be one-half (1\2)
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BYLAW 30 VOTING BY PROXY

In the event that a student representative cannot be present
at a Executive Meeting, that student representative may pass
her\his vote, by proxy, in writing, to any student in good
standing who is not currently a voting member of the
Executive. This vote by proxy may be passed for one (1)
meeting, or this will constitute grounds for impeachment as
outlined in Bylaw 12.
