Response to Complaints 1, 2, and 3 
4 November 2004 
 
Dear Sir, 
 
Re:  Fall 2004 Kwantlen Student Association By-Election 
 
I am in receipt of your three complaints regarding the above election.  I will deal with each of 
them in the following paragraphs. 
 
Polling Station Time Complaint 
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I have investigated and found that the poll was indeed not open at 10 AM on 26 October.  It 
was open within one hour of the scheduled opening time and I am also satisfied that the staff 
hired to open the poll had a reasonable explanation for not being at work on time that 
morning.  I also notice that Article 8 (3) specifically allows alterations depending on the 
availability of Poll Clerks.  The complaint is dismissed.     
 
Progressive Student Party Campaign Materials in RCC office Complaint 
I have investigated this complaint.  No evidence has been found or presented that would 
suggest that the materials in question were produced using KSA facilities or that the materials 
that may have been left in the office were there for any reason except inadvertence – for 
which the candidate was not responsible.  The complaint is dismissed.   
 
Progressive Student Party Platform Issue 
When I read and approved the materials in question I took them to mean that the candidate 
was suggesting that he would lobby to obtain a liquor licence for the Surrey Campus and 
perhaps hold more party-like events.  It has been KSA policy for some time to obtain a licence 
for the Fishbowl Café on the Surrey Campus.  I also believe that it is better to say what the 
candidate means rather that use some coded message – such as “vote for bzzr”.   
 
I am not going to rule on whether these materials are contrary to the Liquor Control and 
Licencing Act.

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Comments by the Chief Returning Officer: 
1. Procedure 
In general, the election was conducted relatively uneventfully.  The only procedural 
complaint concerned a late poll opening in Richmond.  It was clearly the result of 
reasonable staff difficulty and the poll was open within an hour of scheduled opening time.   
 
For this by-election, members were only allowed to vote on their home campuses.  This 
decision was made to make sure that ballots and voters lists were secure.  The CRO and 
Chief Poll Clerk confirmed in a sample of members that the voters list reflected where 
students were actually taking classes.  There were no official complaints received.  
Regulation Sections X (8) (9) and (10) appear to allow this procedure.   
 
Andrea Behan was hired as Chief Poll Clerk.  Having her focused on hiring and scheduling 
poll clerks was very valuable and clearly contributed to successful polling.   

 
2. Complaints 
There were a total of four complaints received.  All were dismissed.   
 
3. Referenda Questions 
There were no complaints received concerning referenda questions or procedures.  In the 
absence of a formal complaint, the CRO may not have the authority to rule any results 
invalid.  However, Council may want to re-run the question concerning the bursary fund 
because it involves collecting a new fee and the membership probably didn’t receive the 
notice required by the regulations that the question was revised by council on 15 October 
2004.   
 
4. Future Elections 
Although this election went reasonably well, Council should consider a number of 
alternatives before the next general election.  These alternatives include: 

• Contracting out the election process – this would remove the process from the 
KSA office which would free staff time and remove potential conflicts of interest.   

• Electronic voting – this could make results faster and more accurate.   
• On-line voting – this could allow members to vote anywhere and anytime during 

the voting period.   
 

All of these alternatives have been used by various organizations at various times.  They 
all have benefits and costs.  Council may want to instruct the General Manager to begin 
exploring these benefits and costs.   
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
